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Components of POLL that support Transition Kindergarten students:

· Family Languages and Interests Interview 

· Informs teachers about home language practices, talents, and interests to connect family, teacher, and child and promote home/school connections 

· Environmental Supports

· physical environment is nurturing and engaging

· interest areas/centers are designed to support and promote conversations around exploration and discovery and linked to instructional themes

· print rich labeling is visible and representative of all home languages

· books, materials, displays, and artifacts reflect all cultures, families, and communities of students

· Instructional Support using POLL Strategies throughout the day and extended activities across contexts that reinforce learning of new concepts and vocabulary placing emphasis on students’ personal life experiences.

· Intentional message: embedded with content vocabulary, this  

      written message sets the purpose of each lesson 

· Songs/Chants:  academic and content vocabulary are  

      woven into familiar songs and chants to encourage repetition 

· Vocabulary Imprinting:  use of photographs, pictorials and word walls to introduce new concepts and vocabulary and deepen comprehension  

· Visual Cues/Gestures:  physical movements and signals are 

      repeated as specific content vocabulary is introduced to   

      imprint meaning 

· Anchor Book:  picture books are selected intentionally and used repetitively to foster vocabulary and concept development
